 Estate in a general poor condition.  

 Numerous abandoned cars and/or 
fly tipping. 

 Graffiti which has not been 
removed promptly.  

 Empty properties and gardens not 
cleared or litter/weeds not 
removed.  

 Stray dogs and dog fouling not 
dealt with. 

 Street lighting not working.  

 Communal areas not cleaned and 
clear of broken glass, tins, food 
wrapping, rubbish etc.
